The Adult Program provides the following activities: Day Trips, free Movie Matinees,
Tours, Arts and Crafts, Ballroom Dancing, Educational Program, Entertainment,
Bowling, Line Dancing, Tai Chi and yoga classes, Team Sports (such as softball and
volleyball), Fitness and Exercise Classes, clubs (such as couples, ceramics and
writing clubs), Health Screening, The Virginia Senior Games, Income Tax assistance,
Special Events (such as Banquets, picnics, Dances and Veteran's Day).
