an intensive outpatient program designed to help the addicted person learn to live
without alcohol and drugs and to help the family understand and participate in the
recovery process.

Each individual is assessed to determine the appropriate level of care. If
hospitalization is necessary, Turning Point Staff will help facilitate admission.
